Continue meandering through the Old Quarter and witness the 
transformation of the neighbourhood with stalls of all types popping 
up for the nighttime trade. Try local delicacies such as Banh Cuon - 
savoury steamed rice rolls with wood ear mushroom and pork, freshly 
grilled chicken wings and other snacks to satisfy all types of cravings.
